The mission of Bay-Arenac Community High School is to provide a 
positive community for up to 150 students each semester in learning the  

skills necessary for google.com attaining personally meaningful lives, which 
are economically productive and socially responsible. 
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ABOUT US 

Bay-Arenac Community High School (BACHS) began operations as an ISD alternative  
education program in 1985. It served approximately 35 at-risk students with three teachers, 
expanding students and staff each year thereafter. In 1995, Bay-Arenac Community High School 
became one of Michigan’s pioneers as a Public School Academy. Since then, BACHS has focused 
on meeting the needs of Bay and Arenac Counties’ at-risk teen-age population, enrolled 
google.com in grades 9 through 12, including offering infant and toddler care to the children of 
teen parents and a work experience program. Today, Community High School employs 6 Highly 
Qualified teachers, a counselor, a work experience coordinator, a technology coordinator, a 
superintendent and a child care staff of 4.  Special Education services are provided on site 
through the Bay Arenac ISD staff. With a maximum enrollment of 150, Bay Arenac Community 
High School is truly a small learning community. 
 
Each year 40-65% of the students attending BACHS are eligible for free and reduced lunch. 
About 25% of the students are teenage parents. Approximately 25% of our students are 
struggling with substance abuse. Student surveys indicate 25% of those attending simply fell 
through the cracks at their traditional high schools because their personal or academic needs 
were not being met. Therefore, they quietly dropped out of school, many of them missing a 
year or more of high school before enrolling at BACHS. Approximately 12% each year meet the 
McKinney-Vento Act definition of “homeless.” 25% percent of BACHS students are involved 
with the court system google.com in some way; many are facing the possibility of jail or prison 
sentences for their actions. For 2008-2009, the 18th Circuit Court has asked BACHS to be the 
educational location for the Day Treatment (juvenile offenders) Program in lieu of placing these 
young men in an institutional facility. Approximately 20% of students enrolling at BACHS are 
certified for Special Education with current Individual Education Plans (IEP’s). 
 
Bay-Arenac Community High School has been the recipient of past grant awards including a  
Charter School Implementation Grant, a Goals 2000 Grant, and an MDE Technology rant. BACHS 
delivers a school-based work experience/education program for out-of-school youth who wish 
to reconnect with school This program is funded by Michigan Works! and the Workforce 
Investment Act. BACHS has also received specific program funding for its at-risk youth initiatives 
from prominent local sources including the Bay Area Community Foundation. More and more, 
students and families are choosing Bay-Arenac Community High school for at-risk students in 
their 9th grade year, because of a fear that they will not graduate on time in

All students are assessed upon entry to the school and re-assessed periodically 
during the year.  This data is used to program students into the computer assisted 
instruction program which will aide them in filling any curricula specific gaps and 
provide individualized instruction based on each students performance on pre 
and post tests.  The computer assisted instruction programming will also be used 
for credit recovery for any student who has fallen behind and for students who 
require advanced academic programming, making the program available and 
appropriate for all students.  This credit recovery program is offered to other local 
districts through BACHS and E/H Community Education Programs. 
 
The computer assisted instruction program is also is used to help improve 
performance on the State ACT and MME tests by allowing students practice in 
each of the areas with simulated test examples.  Teachers also may request use of 
the computer assisted instruction to enhance their classroom curriculum using a 
specific objective or portion of an assignment. 
 
All classes currently use technology in a variety of ways with productivity software 
and presentation programs.  We also provide instruction in videography and 
video/picture editing classes.  Students can also opt to receive instruction in 
sound editing.

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ACADEMICS 

Science  

Classes use technology to track weather patterns and test for pollution in a nearby wetlands 

area.  Space exploration and NASA are major parts of other science courses.   

Social studies 

Classes use technology to research history and current events.  The events are charted and 
reported using a variety of technology from pictures to presentations.  Creating and 
researching maps is also frequently used in these classes. 

Economics classes 

Use technology to keep track of sales and inventory of our school store and making 
presentations to the class on new business strategies. 

Life skills 

Classes come in two forms at our school, one class to teach students skills they will need in 

college and careers and the other to assist our teen parents in helping their child develop to 

their fullest capabilities.  The college/career path takes students through public speaking, 

resume writing, applying for scholarships and job searching.  The parenting path allows 

students to create personalized books, and photo journals of their child’s development.  

English courses 

Usin technology for writing poetry, reports, stories and creating our school newspaper.  

Further implementation planning is under way for photojournalism and digital video 

editing.  Students will create commercials for presenting using story boards and video. 

Assessment 

We also use technology to test students’ abilities in academic areas using Northwest 

Educational Assessments.  We use these results to place students in appropriate level 

classes and to assist us in specific teaching strategies.  These tests are all aligned with state 

benchmarks.  Staff has been trained on analyzing the data from NWEA and will use that 

data for assigning students to specific academic courses and individual classroom teaching. 

Math Courses 

Use some technology, graphing calculators, and some electronic games for skill building.  
Plans are also underway to integrate computers such as spreadsheets and presentation 
software.   

Computer Assisted Instruction 

We are also fortunate to have computer assisted instruction programs.  These programs 
help students who are having difficulty in English, Math, Social Studies, or Science.  Students 
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are able to receive credit for these courses and at the same time develop the necessary 
skills in the curricular area. 

  

On-Line Courses 

We will provide on-line courses as necessary to meet the standards set by MDE for Arts and  

Foreign Languages,  these may be provided by on-line high schools or other related and 

approved company. 

Special Education 

Use of our CAI program is very beneficial for students with disabilities by allowing them to 

work at their own pace and receiving instant feedback on their progress.  We use “talking 

software” to read to students for any who have the need along with speech to text 

programs  

Addition of Technology Hardware 

Teachers and other staff have recieved new laptops to replace existing ones with updated 
software.  Enabling them to stay current on hardware and software available to them. 
 All new technologies as outlined in the proposed budget will be interoperable with existing 
hardware. 

 Collaboration 

Adult Education and GED prep along with other community resources for technology 

Local photographers, videographers, and others that can assist us in giving students real-life 
situations to learn and use skills. Local business/industry experts are used as mentors.

District Technoloty Support: 

BACHS has on staff the technology coordinator to assist with basic internal connections, troubleshooting 

and basic repairs.  There are also a variety of Tech Aides available to assist staff in basic troubleshooting 

and installation of software/hardware.  Bay-Arenac ISD provides additional support for AS400 system.

 The telecommunications system at BACHS is contracted out to a private vendor who is 

responsible for regular maintanence and repair. 

Distribution of Technology Plan 

Upon approval the BACHS technology plan will be available on our website and in all 

administrative offices as well as the computer lab.   
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EVALUATION OF PLAN 

On a yearly basis the staff and students will be surveyed regarding current and improved 

technological equipment.   Parents will also be asked to take part in a survey and meetings to 

discuss our technology progress.  This data will be analyzed by the technology committee and 

the plan revised if necessary. We will included all of our technological accomplishments in our 

annual report as well as what we still need to accomplish to meet the goals of this plan. The 

plan implementation and evaluation will be conducted by the technology coordinator in 

accordance with state and federal standards. 

All goals and objectives of this plan will be evaluated using the evaluation criteria listed 

in the detailed plan. If any goals of this plan are not met within the timeline as described the 

committee will investigate the possible reasons and re-evaluate the need of the goals and 

objectives to determine if the goal was attainable, reasonable and affordable.  The goal will 

then be revised and included in the next update of the District Technology Plan. 

Acceptable use policy is provided to each student via the student handbook. All students 

read and sign the policy. Our school has I-Prism filtering appliance installed to comply with 

CIPA. This is updated on a weekly basis and allows us to filter out instant messaging and specific 

sites that could deter students from academic success.

USE OF DISTRICT COMPUTER SYSTEM 

 

Board of Education Policy 

 

  The Board of Education considers access to its computer systems, including the Internet, to be a 

powerful and valuable educational and research tool, and directs the use of computers and computer-

related technology in district classrooms and buildings solely for the purpose of advancing and 

promoting learning and teaching. 

 

     The use of school computers, software, network resources and/or the Internet for non-

educational purposes such as for profit activity, personal business or illegal activity is prohibited. The use 

of all district computer systems and the Internet is a privilege, not a right. 

 

     The district's computer systems are district property to which users are permitted access. All 

users should have no expectation of privacy. 

 

     The Board of Education, through the Superintendent of Schools, or his/her designee, shall 

establish regulations governing the use and security of the district's computer systems. All users of the 

district's computer systems shall comply with this policy and those regulations. Failure to comply may 

result in suspension of access to the district's computer systems and/or other appropriate penalties. 

 

 

ACCEPTABLE USE AGREEMENT 

 
ACCEPTABLE USE AND CONDUCT 

1.  Access to the Internet on the School District's computer network is provided solely for 

educational purposes and research. Use of the Internet is a privilege, not a right. Inappropriate 

use may result in suspension or revocation of that privilege. 

2.  Each individual in whose name an access account is issued (an "Account Holder") shall 

be responsible at all times for its proper use. All Account Holders will be issued a log-in name 

and password. Passwords may be changed periodically.

3.  All Account Holders are expected to abide by the generally accepted standards of Internet 

etiquette. This includes being polite and using only appropriate language. Abusive or obscene 

language, vulgarities and swear words are all inappropriate. 

4.  Each individual seeking issuance by the School District of an access account must submit 

a signed Student Agreement and Waiver Form, as well as a Parent/Guardian Consent and Waiver 

Form. Signatories to these waiver forms agree to hold the School District harmless for materials 

acquired or contacts made on the School District's network or on the Internet. 

 

PROHIBITED ACTIVITY AND USES 

  

The following is a list of prohibited activity concerning use of the Internet by Account Holders. Violation 

of any of these prohibitions may result in discipline or other appropriate penalty, including suspension 

or revocation of an Account Holder's access to the Internet. 

 

1. Using the Internet for commercial activity, including advertising. 

 

2. Infringing on any copyrights or other intellectual property rights, including copying, installing, receiving, 

transmitting, or making available any copyrighted software on the district computer network. 

 

3. Using the Internet to receive, transmit, or make available to others obscene, offensive, or sexually explicit 

material, any information concerning illegal drugs or alcohol. 

 

4. Using the Internet to receive, transmit or make available to others messages that are racist, sexist, abusive, 

obscene, threatening, or harassing to others. 

 

5. Using another Account Holder's account or password. 

 

6. Attempting to read, delete, copy or modify the electronic mail (e-mail) of other Account Holders and 

deliberately interfering with the ability of other Account Holders to send and/or receive e-mail. 

 

7. Forging or attempting to forge e-mail messages. 

 

8. Engaging in vandalism. Vandalism is defined as any malicious attempt to harm or destroy School District 

equipment or materials, data of another Account Holder or of any of the entities or other networks that are 

connected to the Internet. This includes, but is not limited to, creating and/or placing a computer virus on the 

School District network.    

 

9. Using the Internet to send anonymous messages or files. 

 

10. Revealing the personal address, telephone number or other personal information of oneself or another person. 

 

11. Using the Internet in a fashion inconsistent with directions from teachers and other staff and generally 

accepted Internet etiquette. 
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NO PRIVACY GUARANTEE 

 

Account Holders using any of the School District's computer network, including the Internet and 

E-mail, should not expect, nor does the School District guarantee, privacy for e-mail or any use 

of School District's computer network. The School District reserves the right to access and view 

any material stored on its equipment or any material used in conjunction with its computer 

network. 

 

SANCTIONS 

 

1. All Account Holders using the School District's computer network and equipment are required 

to comply with the rules set forth in this policy. Failure to comply with the policy may result in 

disciplinary action as well as suspension and/or revocation of access privileges. 

 

2. Illegal activities are strictly prohibited. Any information pertaining to or implicating illegal 

activity may be reported to the proper authorities. Transmission of any material in violation of 

any federal, state and/or local law or regulation is prohibited. This includes, but is not limited to, 

materials protected by copyright, or threatening or obscene material. Account Holders must 

respect all intellectual and property rights laws.    

 

THE SCHOOL DISTRICT'S RESPONSIBILITIES

being provided. Further, the School District assumes no responsibility for the quality, 

availability, accuracy, nature or reliability of the material provided on the Internet.
